Registration:

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Improv Troupe:
Calling all improvisation actors!  YES Fest invites you to gather for an
evening of improv where you will have the opportunity to share
improvised scenes through your favorite improv games and exercises.  
Your performance time should not exceed a maximum of 15 minutes and
should be limited to 2-3 improv games/scenarios.  All material should be
live and devised in the moment.  Rehearsed scenes are prohibited in this
category.  Participants will enjoy an enriching performance experience
among peers and the opportunity to learn from watching the work of
other student performers.  Students may even learn new improv games
while enjoying a good laugh!  Get ready to say, “YES, And” at YES Fest!

Solo & Duet Songs:
Theatre vocalists are invited to perform solo duet vocal selections.  
Although this is a theatre competition, songs from all genres of music are
welcome (pop, rock, jazz, etc.).  Performance time should not exceed a
maximum of three minutes. 

Monologues & Poetry Reading:
Whether you’ve prepared a monologue or poetry reading in theatre class,
through play rehearsal, or Poetry Out Loud, you’re invited to perform a  
monologue or poem (original work, work from published play or musical).
Props and costumes are welcome, but not required.  Performance time
should not exceed a maximum of three minutes.
